The 2011 FCA Camp season was all about making a 
play in sports and in life! It was a record-breaking year 
with more than 52,000 athletes and coaches attending 
351 FCA Camps across America and the world. Many 
lives were impacted and transformed by outstanding 
competition and 
spiritual growth 
during FCA’s fifty-
fifth camp season.
 
This year’s theme, GAMECHANGER: Make a Play, was 
based on Acts 2:36-40 and focused on gamechanging 
moments in the Bible that resulted in outstanding 
victories for God. The campers were challenged to 
become spiritual gamechangers on their team, in their 
sport and in their life.
 
This life-changing impact has been the main focus 
of FCA Camp since the first camp in 1956.  In 2011 
alone, over 4,600 athletes and coaches made first-time 
commitments to Christ. Now that’s a gamechanger!

Coaches Camps challenge coaches to the next level

International Camps reach athletes and coaches around the world
“God showed us that no matter who and no matter where that He is working. 
Denis was an assistant Huddle Leader at Power Camp. He worked with kids 
and shared with them about God, yet at the same time he was far from Him.

COMMON MISSION
Partnership Camps work with other ministries 
and organizations to do sports ministry
“In a historically racially divided county with very limited resources, 
we had two goals going into our free football Partnership Camp 
for younger kids. We wanted to share the gospel and build 

community. God blessed us 
[and allowed us to achieve] 
both goals. Nine kids made faith 
commitments; coaches from 
two local colleges and one high 
school served as clinicians and 
five churches partnered with 
us to provide lunches. It was a 
blessing to see God build and 
restore relationships within the 
community.”

STRENGTHENING THE BOND
Team Camps equip teams with spiritual 
principles through competition
“We hosted Team Camp as a part 
of Leadership Camp for the first 
time this year.  Four inner-city kids 
came on scholarship. They were 
hard and unreceptive [at first,] then 
the Lord broke through their hard 
hearts on Saturday night and they 
prayed to receive Christ.  One 
week later, I’m at their school golf 
fundraiser and their self-proclaimed 
atheist coach said, ‘FCA has 
done something [that] I have not 
been able to do in 16 years. They 
TRANSFORMED these guys’ 
lives!’”
